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To enter a walk/trot and walk/trot/canter class at any given horse show, the student
needs to be completing 2 riding lessons per week at minimum.

To enter a cross rails class at any given horse show, the student must be currently
leasing a horse or own a horse outright and completing 2 riding lessons and 1 practice
ride per week minimum. To enter a 2’ division at any given horse show, the student
must be currently leasing a horse or own a horse outright and completing 2 riding
lessons and 1 practice ride per week minimum. To enter a 2’3” and over division, the
student must be currently leasing a horse or own a horse outright and must be riding 3
days a week.

If your student is interested in participating at a horse show in a class or division
where a lease is required and you are not currently in a lease, please ask for more
information. Lease options are available.

Horse show sign ups will be posted at the barn one month prior to the show and will
be a first come first serve basis. This will be done to ensure, as best we can, fairness,
as there is a limited number of horses we will be allowed to take to each show. Please
note that students currently in a horse lease or own a horse outright will have first
priority when sign ups are made available.

Payments for horse shows will be due IN FULL by the Monday prior to the show. If
payment has not been received by Monday, your student’s spot will be forfeited. The
student next on the waitlist will be then given the opportunity to join us for that show
with payment being required at that time.

Prior to leaving for the horse show, the students will be required to adequately
prepare the horse, the trailer and the tack. This will include giving the horse a bath,
packing the trailer, and cleaning all tack. While at the show, the student will be fully
responsible for the horse. This includes ensuring adequate hay and water, hand
walking, and brushing and braiding. If this show requires an overnight stay, the student
will also be responsible for cleaning the stall of their horse. At the conclusion of the
show, the student is responsible for returning the stall to the same clean condition it
was at arrival, handling the horse, and packing the trailer. Upon arrival back at the
barn, the student will be responsible for fully unpacking the trailer, returning the tack,

and cleaning out the trailer.
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
